1. Introduction

A public meeting for the I-210 Cove Lane / Nelson Road Interchange Improvements
project was held at the Springhill Suites Marriott at 1551 West Prien Lake Road in Lake
Charles, Louisiana, on Tuesday, September 18, 2012. The meeting was held from
5:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. A stakeholders/public officials meeting was also held from

1:30 p.m. to 2:30 p.m.

This document provides copies of the public meeting materials, sign-in sheets, and a
summary of the September 18, 2012, public meeting events. Comments received from
local officials and stakeholders from the date of the public meeting through the close of
the public comment period on September 28, 2012, are provided.

2. Public Meeting Notice

A public meeting notice was published in the American Press on September 4, 2012,
and September 11, 2012. The advertisement copy of the meeting notice and affidavit
of publication are provided in Appendix A. In addition to the published public meeting
notice, a public service announcement was made on KPLC TV on Monday,
September 18, 2012 (Appendix B).

3. Meeting Events

In preparation for the public meeting and utilizing a mailing list of interested parties
developed in coordination with the Louisiana Department of Transportation and
Development (LADOTD), elected officials were invited to a Key Stakeholders and
Officials meeting at the Springhill Suites Marriott from 1:30 p.m. to 2:30 p.m. The letter
of invitation reminded the addressees that the public meeting would be held at the
same location on the same day from 5:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. A sample letter and copy
of the mailing list are provided in Appendix C. The key stakeholder and officials
meeting preceded the public meeting and provided local officials an opportunity to
preview the materials and displays related to the environmental assessment process
that is underway. LADOTD representatives were available to discuss the project and
answer questions in preparation for the public meeting. Copies of the sign-in sheets
for the key stakeholder and officials meeting are provided in Appendix D.

The public meeting was organized in an open house format and started with a formal
PowerPoint presentation, which explained the project, described the purpose of the
public meeting, and presented the preliminary alternates. The PowerPoint
presentation continued as a looping presentation during the course of the meeting.

Presentation boards displayed the preliminary alternates, typical roadway sections, and
impact matrix. A second copy of the boards was placed on tabletops as an alternate
viewing option. A copy of the presentation is provided in Appendix E.

The purpose of the public meeting was to present the preliminary alternates from the
Interchange Justification Report that have been identified for full evaluation in the
Environmental Assessment (Alternates 2, 4, 7, 7a, 16a, and 21b). The alternates were
displayed on exhibits around the room including typical sections and an impact matrix.
The meeting handout included the alternates and a comment form. Copies of the
sign-in sheets for the public meeting are provided in Appendix F and copies of the
handouts are provided in Appendix G.

4. Public Meeting Attendance

The public meeting was attended by 46 persons registering their attendance on the
sign-in sheets along with 13 public officials and 11 members of the project consultant
team. In addition, the key stakeholders and officials meeting was attended by

32 persons, primarily property or business owners within the project study area,
registering their attendance on the sign-in sheets, 18 public officials, and 8 members of
the project consultant team registering their attendance on the sign-in sheets.

5. Outreach Following the Public Meeting

Subsequent to the public meeting, the presentation boards displaying the preliminary
alternates, typical roadway sections, and impact matrix, along with the PowerPoint
presentation, were provided to the Imperial Calcasieu Regional Planning &
Development Commission (IMCAL). These Public Meeting materials were available
for viewing at the IMCAL office in Lake Charles, Louisiana, through the close of the
public comment period (Appendix H).

Additionally, a movie version of the PowerPoint presentation was made available to the
Calcasieu Parish Police Jury to be broadcast on the Calcasieu Parish Government
Channel through September 27, 2012 (Appendix H).

6. Public Comments

The public was offered two opportunities for submitting their comments during the

public meeting. A comment form was provided in the meeting handout and a
transcriber was available during the course of the meeting to record verbal comments

(Appendix I). Written comments were accepted through the close of the comment
period, which was established as September 28, 2012.

One hundred fifty-five written comments were received and one verbal comment was
recorded by the transcriber at the public meeting. In addition, petitions containing

177 signatures strongly against the closing of Le Fleur Park were received. The written
comments were primarily in favor of the project with most comments identifying an
alternate preference. Of the total comments received, 3 preferred Alternate 2,

3 preferred Alternate 4, 9 preferred Alternate 7, 6 preferred Alternate 7a, 2 preferred
Alternate 16a, and 133 preferred Alternate 21b (Table 1).

2177 signatures on a petition strongly against the closing of Le Fleur Park.

Most commenters indicated they travel within the project area on a daily basis and that
traffic congestion is the primary transportation/traffic problem experienced.
Unexpected, or long, delays was the second concern followed by lack of alternate
routes. Commenters indicated that their travel to recreation/entertainment followed by
work, shopping, and medical care would be improved based on their selected
alternate.

Primary concerns included the potential closing of or diminished access to boat clubs,
boat launches, and Le Fleur Park located along Kiwanis Lane near Cove Lane.
Additional concerns or comments indicated the need for improved traffic flow at Nelson
Road and the Cove Lane — West Prien Lake Road intersection. Copies of written
comments are provided in Appendix J.

Some attendees provided informal comments and/or asked questions of team
members during the meeting. These included the following:

Will access to 1-210 eastbound with a left turn be part of the new interchange?
Will boat access at Kiwanis Lane still be open?
What does C of A mean?

Are two lanes proposed at the eastbound ramp to 1-210 at Nelson Road? You
will be at Lake Street before you can get on the interstate!

Will boat clearance be provided north of the new Cove Lane interchange?
No truck traffic should be allowed at the new Cove Lane interchange.
Why are we considering this project?

Are adequate acceleration/deceleration distances between the proposed Cove
Lane interchange and the |-210 Calcasieu River Bridge provided?

If not, will improvements to the 1-210 Calcasieu River Bridge be needed?

Will traffic back-up (queue) on the eastbound off ramp create an unsafe situation
for eastbound 1-210 through vehicles?

Will adequate distance be provided for vehicles using the proposed westbound
on ramp to get up to speed before merging into the through lanes?

Once the Contraband Bayou Bridge is completed, how will truck traffic access
the Port of Lake Charles in each alternate?

Will the additional truck traffic have a negative impact on the alternates?

What is involved in the environmental review process?



The National Environmental Policy Act, known as NEPA, requires that any
proposed action involving federal funds and/or federal permitting must
be evaluated by pertinent agencies to assess if, and to what degree, the
environment would be effected. In the case of the |-210 Cove Lane /
Nelson Road Interchange Improvements Project, the Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway have determined that potential
Impacts are such that an Environmental Assessment or EA is the
appropriate level of study.



What is the purpose of the project?



The purpose of the project is accommodate existing and projected future
traffic demands along I-210 corridor between Cove Lane and Nelson Road
within LADTOD and FHWA standards.



Where is the proposed project location?



The project study area is located along I-210 between Cove Lane and
Nelson Road and along the adjacent roadway network including West
Prien Road on the north and south sides of I-210, Cagle Lane and
LAuberge Avenue.



What is the project schedule?



The project began with the Interchange Justification Report process in
July of 2011. A Draft IJR Report was submitted to the LADOTD in August
of this year. At that time the environmental review process began. We
are currently at the Stakeholder Officials and Public meeting task as
shown here.
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How were the alternates developed?
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During the Interchange Justification Study, 28 alternates were developed
and evaluated for feasibility and effectiveness. The 28 alternates were
reduced to 6 for full evaluation in the EA.
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The alternates that will be fully developed in the environmental
assessment are presented here tonight. All alignments shown are
conceptual in nature and subject to change. Also, note that the blue
segments shown in the series of slides that follow are not part of this
project.
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Preliminary And Subject To Change

Alternate 2 includes an |-210 westbound loop ramp at Nelson Road,
relocation of West Prien Lake Road north of Target, and West Prien Lake
Road widening improvements south of 1-210. The dashed line represents
an optional West Prien Lake realignment.
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Alternate 4 includes a single point urban interchange or SPUI at Nelson
Road and I-210 improvements along West Prien Lake Road south of I-210.

Alternate 7 includes a new I-210 overpass and Nelson Road widening,
relocated [-210 on and off ramps at LAuberge Avenue, relocated West
Prien Lake Road near Target, closure of the I-210 Cove Lane exit, and
widening and roundabout improvements along West Prien Lake Road
south of Interstate 210.
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Alternate 7a has the same improvements as Alternate 7 except it uses
existing -210 overpass without Nelson Road widening.

Alternate 16a uses the existing I-210 overpass and widened Nelson Road
in a divergent diamond interchange design. It also includes construction
of one-way frontage roads between Cove Lane and Nelson Road on the
north and south sides of 1-210, and relocation of West Prien Lake Road to
align with Cagle Lane.
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Alternate 21b also includes the diverging diamond interchange design at
Nelson Road construction of a tight urban diamond interchange at Cove
Lane, and relocation of West Prien Lake Road near Target. The dashed
line represents an optional West Prien Lake realignment.
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Several Interchange designs are being considered. The Tight Diamond
Interchange is being proposed for the Cove Lane interchange for
Alternate 21b. This design minimizes ROW needed for construction.

For Alternative 4, a Single Point Urban Interchange or SPUI Design is
proposed. Unlike the Tight Diamond or existing Nelson Road
interchanges, the SPUI uses only one traffic signal instead of two to
accommodate ramp movements which improves traffic flow.

Both Alternates 16a and 21b propose use of the Diverging Diamond
Interchange design. This innovative design eliminates conflicts with left
turns onto Interstate 210 by shifting traffic to the left hand travel lane. A
photograph of a completed diverging diamond shows how this traffic
lane would appear.
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How will traffic patterns change?

Traffic pattern changes for Alternate 2 include a new westbound entrance
loop ramp to I-210 and improved connection between West Prien Lake
Road and LAuberge Avenue. No major traffic pattern changes are
anticipated along West Prien Lake Road south of I-210. Note that the
dashed line represents an optional West Prien Lake Road realignment.
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For Alternate 4, no major traffic pattern changes are anticipated.

Traffic pattern changes for Alternate 7 and 7a include decreased traffic
flow at the I-210 Nelson Road interchange, improved connection
between West Prien Lake Road and LAuberge Avenue, increased traffic
flow at the relocated I-210- LAuberge Avenue exit and entrance ramps,
and closure of the Cove Lane exit ramp.
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Traffic pattern changes for Alternate 16a include modified traffic through
the diverging diamond interchange and redirected one-way traffic flow
along north and south frontage roads.
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Traffic pattern changes for Alternate 21b also include a diverging
diamond interchange and improved connection between West Prien Lake
Road and LAuberge Avenue. Changes also include increased traffic flow
at the new I-210 — Cove Lane Interchange. Note that the dashed line
represents an optional West Prien Lake Road realignment.

Comments:

| am opposed to any option that would close the Cove Road exit or eliminate Kiwanis Lane.
Closing Cove Road exit would force all traffic going south and southwest to exit at Nelson Road,
Lake Street or Ryan Street. Lake Street traffic moves pretty well but Nelson and Ryan Streets
are major bottlenecks. Also, travel time and distance would be increased. Closing Kiwanis Lane
would be a major blow to our diminishing recreational areas.

Recreation: Early recreation at Prien Lake was centered at Cline’s Fishing Camp and at personal
camps along the east shore of the Lake. My earliest boating memories are of my family renting a
boat at Clines Camp and rowing into Prien Lake and fishing with cane poles.

Later, two of my Uncles purchased property on Prien Lake, dredged access canals to the lake
and built camps. The Boese property was later improved with a residence. This residence is still
in use by the Boese family. Prien Lake Park was built sometime in the 40's or 50’s and is still in
use.

Lake Charles: Lake Charles had a City Pier on land fill in the lake. Two Sea Scout Units kept
boats there and | learned to sail in one of the units. There were also several Boating Clubs on
the lake. At some point, late 60’s or early 70s, the City of Lake Charles filled in the east shore of
the lake to build the Civic Center. This displaced the City Pier, the Sea Scouts and the boat
clubs. The Sea Scouts never recovered but sail boaters moved to the northeast end of the lake
and started sailing off the beach there. Later the sail boaters developed the Yacht Club on the
North West part of the lake. The general boating clubs had to look elsewhere.

Boat Clubs and Residences: The boat clubs had nowhere to rebuild on Lake Charles but found
property on Cline’s Canal at Prien Lake. Presently there are three active boating clubs there,
Lake Charles Sail and Power Squadron, Calcasieu Fishing Club (Fishing Rodeo every year) and
the Calcasieu Boat Club. These clubs each have nice elevated clubhouses. There are also two
residences on Clines Canal and one Residence (Boese Family) on Kiwanis Lane.

Other Recreation: Along the dredged sand beach on Kiwanis Lane are areas designated for
paddling, dog training, boat launching, parking and picnic and swimming areas. Prien Lake Park,
east of Kiwanis Lane, also has a boat launch but it is not suitable for small boat activities nor for
swimming. Most fishermen use the Kiwanis Lane boat launch.

The 1-210 Beaches and Cline’s Canal are very important recreation areas and cannot be replaced
if they are eliminated.



Highway Designs:

Alternate 2; Not a good choice. | don’'t see the need for running Prien Lake Road behind Target
and ending it before it goes to Nelson Road. | don’t think anyone in Lake Charles would
appreciate it.

Alternate 4; My first choice. It solves the problem and allows for future addition of a future Cove
Road interchange. It also allows for northward expansion of Nelson Road.

Alternate 7, 7a and 16a; These alternates close Cove Road and/or Kiwanis Lane. That is
absolutely not acceptable.

Alternate 21b; My Second choice. A good point is the all-way interchange at Cove Road. Bad
parts: Relocating Prien Lake Road behind Target and blocking it before going to Nelson Road.
And, | doubt that our citizens would be able to adapt to a traffic circle. What is the reason for
relocating Prien Lake Road north to the Casino?

General Discussion;
1. Can this construction be done without too much disruption to area citizen’s traffic flow?

2. There are discussions going on about developing Nelson Road to the north to tie into West
Sallier St. That will change everything. Right now people exit the downtown by Ryan Street
and/or Lake Street. Once out they must find some way to go south and west. Many turn right at
Prien Lake Road and go to Nelson Road. Others go to Sale Road and turn right. There they can
either go on to Nelson or to Prien lake Road. A few people use Ryan St. but it is very slow.

If the Nelson Road extension is completed, this will provide a direct path south and west for
citizens exiting downtown.

3. My City Councilman describes downtown Lake Charles and an Island bound in by I-10 to the
north and 1-210 to the south. Going south from the island is a major problem. The Nelson Road
extension will go a long way toward solving the problem. Please consider it in current planning.
Now is the time to work on this. All the efforts will be wasted if this is not considered.

4. What is driving this push for Nelson Road improvements? To me, it seems the improvements
are for the benefit of the Casinos. Gambling interests seem to take first place in getting needed
improvements for their needs. The taxpaying citizens are expected to pay for these
improvements under the assumption that we are demanding them. Well, yes we are, but the
ones being heard are the Casinos.

Yes, | would like to see improvements in our transportations system in Lake Charles. But, let's
keep the citizen’s interests first. | think the citizens will remember what happens at the next
elections.
