Associates. They prepared Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessments, Wetland Findings
Report, and the Biological Assessment Report.

With all due respect to the individuals involved and to the firm, I question the selection of
the chairman of the governor's I-49 South Task Force, to play an important role in the

~ preparation of this study. 1-49 South on Evangeline Thruway and Highway 90 has long

been a goal of the Lafayette Chamber of Commerce. Mr. William Fenstermaker, former
chamber chairman, has been the very effective moving force in that effort. His right to
pursue the chambers goals is not questioned. At the Public Meeting in 1992 on this
highway citizens clearly demonstrated their opposition to this plan resulting in
withdrawal of the EIS. The chamber proudly claims credit for resurrecting it via the
North/South Corridor Study.

That being the history, I question the choice of this firm to participate in preparation of
the EIS on this public project.
