The * does hereby unconditionally accept the operation and maintenance of the aforementioned roadway and accepts the DEPARTMENT’s said right, title and interest, and does hereby agree to save and hold the DEPARTMENT harmless from any and all liability or claims for  damages arising out of the subsequent operation and maintenance and does expressly agree to defend any suit of any nature which may be brought against the DEPARTMENT and pay any judgment which may result from any suit as it relates to this Transfer.

In the event this property is used in commerce for the traveling or general public, the requirements of Appendix A shall apply.

The ___________________ for itself, its heirs, personal representatives, successors in interest, and assigns, as a part of the consideration hereof, does hereby covenant and agree, as a covenant running with the land, that in the event facilities are constructed, maintained, or otherwise operated on the said property herein described, for the accommodation of the traveling public or business users of any Federal-aid highway (such as eating, sleeping, rest, recreations, and vehicle servicing), it will not discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, veteran status, political affiliation, disabilities or because of an individual's sexual orientation against such traveling public or highway users in their access to and use of the facilities and services so constructed, maintained or otherwise operated, and that the _________________ shall maintain and operate such facilities and services in compliance with all other requirements imposed pursuant to Title 15, Code of Federal Regulations, Commerce and Foreign Trade, Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary of Commerce, Part 8 (15 C.F.R., Part 8), and as said Regulations may be amended, and additionally agrees to abide by the requirements of the following as applicable:  Title VI and VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended by the Equal Opportunity Act of 1972, Federal Executive Order 11246, the Federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, the Vietnam Era Veteran's Readjustments Assistance Act of 1974, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, the Age Act of 1972, and the American with Disabilities Act of 1990.         

That in the event of the breach of the above non-discrimination covenants, the Department shall have the right to re-enter said lands and facilities thereon, and the above described lands and facilities shall thereupon revert to and vest in and become the absolute property of the Department and its assigns.
